object to the Trial Chamber’s request to be provided with the same materials that were provided by
the Prosecution to the Defence through discovery, as well as an extension of time in filing its

response,

NOTING the “Order for Filing Motions™ of this Tral Chamber of 26 February 2002 which
provides that “[ulnless otherwise ordered, the party receiving a written motion has fourteen
