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TRIAL CHAMBER I (“Trial Chamber”) of the International Tribunal for the Prosecution of
Persons Responsible for Serious Violations of International Humanitarian Law Committed in the

Territory of the former Yugoslavia since 1991 (“Tribunal™);

RECALLING that on 26 November 2008 the Chamber, acting pursuant to Rule 73 ter of the Rules
of Procedure and Evidence, allotted 60 hours to the Defence of Milan Luki¢ (“Defence”) for the

examination-in-chief of the Defence’s witnesses;I

RECALLING that on 15 December 2008 the Chamber ruled that two witnesses were to be
deducted from the Defence’s witness allotment, and that time for these witnesses would similarly be

deducted from the time allotted to the Defence on 26 November 2008;*

RECALLING that on 19 January 2009 the Chamber deducted a total of two hours for the two
removed witnesses and ruled that the Defence has a maximum of 58 hours for the examination-in-

chief of its witnesses;>

NOTING that at the end of the testimony of Witness MLD18 on 23 January 2009, the Defence had

used a total of 7 hours and 17 minutes for the examination-in-chief of its witnesses;
PURSUANT TO Rule 54 of the Rules of Procedure and Evidence;
INFORMS the Defence that 50 hours and 43 minutes remain of the time allotted to the Defence for

the examination-in-chief of its witnesses.
