of the Former Yugoslavia since 1991 (“Tribunal”),

CONSIDERING that Counsel for the Accused Prli¢ (“Prli¢ Defence”) requested the admission of
29 exhibits' while Counsel for the Accused Praljak (“Praljak Defence”) and the Office of the
Prosecutor (“Prosecution”) requested the admission of 1% exhibit and 2° exhibits, respectively,

bear sufficient indicia of relevance, reliability and probative value,

CONSIDERING that the Chamber decides not to admit into evidence the Proposed Exhibits
indicated “Not Admitted” in the Annex attached to this Decision since they are not consistent with

the requirements set out in the Decisions of 13 July 2006 and 24 April 2008,

FOR THESE REASONS,
