INVITES Counsel for the Accused to present any additional objections to the
Motions for Admission of 29 September 2008, 20 October 2008, 17 November 2008,
24 November 2008 and 3 December 2008, no later than 3 January 2009,

AND

INVITES the Prosecution to present its responses to any additional objections no
later than 8 January 2009.
