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ICTY INTERNSHIP APPLICATION – INFORMATION FOR THE REFEREE

As a referee identified by the applicant, you are required to provide the applicant with a signed reference.  Each applicant is expected to attach two (2) written references at the time of application to any ICTY internship opportunities. 

The purpose of your reference letter is to provide the applicant’s future supervisor/team with additional information relating to the applicant. The recommendations which are of most value, therefore, are those which provide relevant information not found elsewhere in the application submitted by the applicant. 

As a referee, you are asked to address the following issues in their reference letter:
1. The capacity in which you have known the applicant, and for how long you have known him/her.


2. Whether the applicant has special interests, motivations, personal qualities that may distinguish him or her from other applicants.   You may also refer to the applicant’s background if relevant.

3. How the applicant compares with his/her contemporaries. 

4. The applicant’s capacity to engage in a sustained and intensive research project. 


5. The applicant’s interpersonal skills and level of maturity. 

Please do not send your references separately/directly to the Tribunal. The candidate is required to attach a signed, scanned copy of your reference letter to their internship application.
